· Task 4 will focus on care values for the health and social care of a given individual

	Topic: Component 3: Health and Well-being
Focus:
· Final preparations for end of course exam. 
· Students will continue to explore how to conduct a holistic assessment of the health and well-being of individuals based upon various factors, lifestyle choices and measurements of health. 
· Students will learn how to design a health and well-being improvement plan for given individuals, recommendations to improve health whilst foreseeing potential barriers to accessing services and personal obstacles to achieving change.
