Focus

Comprehension Skills: Select and synthesise evidence from different texts, compare writers’ ideas and perspectives, as well as how these are conveyed, across two or more texts, evaluate texts critically and support this with appropriate textual references.
Identifying Evidence: selects clear references/ textual detail relevant to the focus of the question.
Language Analysis: Understand how language is used to create meaning: Direct address, Standard English, colloquialisms, humour, symbolism, tone, word class choices. 
Structural Analysis: Understand how structure is used to create meaning: Order of events, perspectives, juxtaposition, contrast

Comparison: Compare and contrast attitudes and perspectives.
