Contextual studies and Themes: Jacobean England, The Divine Right of Kings, witchcraft and the supernatural, the role of women in 17th Century England, ambition, violence, Kingship, gender, tyranny, loyalty.
Dramatic Structure: a classic five-act Shakespearian play includes: introduction, exposition, complication, crisis, resolution and denouement, inclusion of protagonist, antagonist and catalyst.

Dramatic Speech and Language: metaphorical, poetic, symbolic, Shakespearian conventions of verse and prose

Stagecraft: dramatic irony, stage directions, comic relief, tension, suspense.
