Post-1914 Drama: An Inspector Calls

Focus

Genre: The Morality Play  

Character studies:  Explore how characters are presented: physical appearance; their actions and motives; what they say and think; how they interact with others; what others say and think about them; any direct or implicit revelation of author’s attitude to them, how characters are established, characters as a vehicle for the author’s views, through direct or indirect speech.
Contextual studies and Themes: Edwardian and Post-War Britain 
Dramatic Structure: The division of the play into acts and scenes, how the drama is set up and resolved in the opening and ending of the play, conflict and change, choice of setting, a classic three-act ‘well-made play’.
Dramatic Speech and Language: Dialogue, a character’s personal vocabulary and syntactic patterns that project a certain way of seeing the world, which fits with/subverts stereotypes, the use of character to act as a mouthpiece for the playwright – authorial intrusion.
Stagecraft: dramatic irony, stage directions
lighting, status, twist, costume.

Poetic Imagery: symbol, motif, simile, metaphor, natural imagery, pastoral imagery. 

Poetic Sound: voice, tone, alliteration, sibilance, rhyme, rhythm, hard or soft consonants, plosive consonants.
Analytical Response: authorial intent, contextual understanding, application of linguistic terminology, compare and make perceptive links between poems.
