| am sure you have noticed the excellent quality of food that our students produce on a weekly basis, in
Food Technology lessons. We are very keen for this to continue to happen.

Due to the continuing strain on school budgets that have affected all schools, we are asking that,
similar to other schools, parents/carers make a voluntary contribution for the cost of the food that goes
home.
